SAFER NEIGHBOURHOOD TEAM NEWS:
Some of you may be aware, but Sgt Kevin Horton moved from Rural South to take up another posting a few weeks ago – I am sure that he will be much missed by us all. 

Kevin Jay is currently the SNT Rural North Sergeant based at Ixworth but will be taking on the role of Sgt for both North and South and we all look forward to working with him. Some of you will have already met him at the Community Priority Setting meetings.

Message from Sgt Kevin Jay:

I hope that you all had an enjoyable summer, and that you are making the most of the lovely sunny weather that we seem to be enjoying at the end of September.

Of course, autumn and winter are not far away - sorry to be so cheerful- and most of us will be turning on the central heating in the very near future. Many households depend on heating oil to fuel their central heating, and with the price of the oil ever increasing, it has become a target for criminals to exploit. We had several crimes reported last winter, and I want to make life for these crooks that much harder this year!

So what can you do to help? 

Firstly, make very regular checks of your oil levels, and report any suspicious drop in levels. Sometimes the window where the theft occurred is very wide, and it makes succinct enquiries with neighbours and other potential witnesses that much harder to pin down.

Secondly, consider sensor lighting, and strong closed hasp padlocks to secure the tanks – closed hasp padlocks are those where there are no gaps between the padlock body and the securing hasp.

Speak with your tank supplier regarding the best ways to secure your tank. Metal caging is also available to enclose tanks. Tank alarms are also available, again speak with your tank supplier for information.

Thirdly, report all suspicious activity to the police, no matter if you think it to be trivial. Sometimes the smallest scrap of information can be the most vital. Keep an eye on your tanks, and on your neighbours properties. . If you live in an area where there is no Neighbourhood Watch, then consider starting a scheme.

YOUTH CRIME PROJECT IN SUFFOLK REVEALS EVIDENCE OF ITS SUCCESS:

Suffolk Positive Futures provides hard evidence on the positive impact it has had on the lives of young people and the local community. 

Positive Futures Suffolk which has been helping turn the lives of young people around since 2003 is one of 91 community-based Positive Futures projects funded by the Home Office and managed by young people’s charity, Catch22. Nationally, the programme works with over 57,000 young people annually. 

In 2010/11 the Suffolk project tracked and achieved the following outcomes:

· The project works with over 1000 young people annually.
· In 2010/11 young people participating with the project were recorded as achieving 789 outcomes, compared to 362 in 2009-10, an increase of over 400. 
· Positive outcomes included 112 qualifications being achieved.

In addition to the hard statistics the project has been able to demonstrate the positive impact it has had year on year through the films, photos and stories of young people involved in the programme and the testimonies of partners and community members. This evidence is collated using a sophisticated monitoring and evaluation system from Substance. 

In another positive achievement ‘Substance’ have awarded the Suffolk Positive Futures project with a Gold rating for its outcomes and the way the project is run which is a real boost for everyone involved in the project. The award categories range from red, to amber, to green to gold.

“The continuing success of Positive Futures in Suffolk, its development and growth over the last few years is certainly down to the professional, enthusiasm and determination of its team leaders.

Suffolk Positive Futures Project manager Paul Knight said: “We are delighted to be able to show the local community the positive impact we are having, and believe this has gone some way in breaking down some of the negative perceptions that the community has had about young people and their involvement in crime. Hopefully the Suffolk Positive Futures project can continue to achieve successful outcomes”

The Positive Futures programme is aimed at helping young people steer clear of crime and drug and alcohol misuse and supporting them to move forward with their lives. The Suffolk project runs a range of open access sports sessions in areas such as Ipswich, Lowestoft, Kessingland, Beccles, Halesworth, Saxmundham, Haverhill, Bury St Edmunds and Stowmarket. 

CASE STUDY: Positive Futures Suffolk –
‘Saxmundham Teenage Kicks Project’

The Saxmundham Teenage Kicks project was established after concerns were raised with regards the lack of positive activities available to young people of Saxmundham in the evening. There were also concerns that this lack of activity was contributing to some of the anti-social behaviour that was occurring in the town. As a result the ‘Saxmundham and Villages Voluntary Youth Group’ (S.A.V.V.Y) approached Positive Futures to see whether they were able to bring the project into the town and provide a much needed evening activity.

In May 2011 Positive Futures launched the Teenage Kicks project, on the memorial recreation ground in the town. The project consisted of a free, open access football session being delivered ‘where the young people were’ and was run between 7pm-9pm on a Thursday evening which was seen as a key time where the young people needed a constructive activity the most. From the very first session the young people of the town engaged in the project and it was clear that they hadn’t experienced this type of project before – An activity that was delivered on their doorstep. 

The football session regularly attracted 25 young people aged 10-19 each week, where they played small matches and tournaments under the supervision from the coaches. In total over 60 individual young people have attended the sessions with a total project attendance to date of over 300. 

The impact of the project has been clear to see not just in terms of the numbers of young people involved but also with the very positive feedback received via Sergeant Daye Goddard of Saxmundham Police who has confirmed that levels of youth crime and ASB have significantly dropped since the project was launched and young people now are avoiding the well know ‘hot sport; areas and are instead engaging in a positive sports based activity, which not only benefits the young people but also the town as a whole.

The project has not only brought together the young people of Saxmundham but has also brought together local agencies with the project being run in a real partnership approach to target a particular issue. Agencies such as Saxmundham Police, SCC Youth Workers, Suffolk Coastal DC & Saxmundham Town council have all contributed to the success of the project.

The project is due to finish Mid Sept with a community BBQ, bringing together young people and local agencies but as a result of its success, additional funding is being secured to run a programme of winter activities consisting of boxing and dance sessions. This will hopefully keep those same young people occupied and out of trouble as well as giving them the opportunity to link up with local sports clubs, all at same time as gaining from all the benefits sport can bring.
