Our Community priority Setting meeting took place on the 9 June 2011. It was decided the following two priorities should be adopted by the SNT: 
1) Anti Social behaviour in Wickhambrook – using vehicles in an anti social manner, underage drinking and graffiti in the area of Memorial Social Centre, Cemetery Road, Wickhambrook, CB8 8XR 
If such behaviour is witnessed please contact us so we can identify those responsible.
2) Promote Neighbourhood Watch schemes across the area particularly in the villages of Stoke by Clare, Hundon, Clare, Gt Wratting, Withersfield, Hawstead, Ousden, Kedington, Denston & Depden. 
Running a scheme for one or two streets takes only as much effort as a coordinator chooses to put into it and the majority of benefits flow with only minimal effort. There is no need to have regular meetings or newsletters etc., although they can bring added value. It takes just a little effort to set up an introductory meeting, but thereafter the benefits flow as follows:
1. Signage by street and house that it is a Watch area

2. Easy access to free leaflets on various security matters if anyone wants to circulate them

3. Monthly newsletter by e-mail for the Bury Rural South SNT area 

4. Makes it easier for the coordinator and anyone else to chat with neighbours about what is going on in the area in relation to security.

5. Access to other coordinators to exchange information and ideas about anti-social behaviour, local crimes and issues affecting the community.

6. Invitation to the quarterly police priority setting meetings (although individuals can attend in any case)

7. Weekly/fortnightly info. on crimes in the nearest villages (although this can be made available without NW membership through Police Direct)

8. Exchange of information with others by e-mail when suspicious vehicles are in the area (although this can be made available without NW membership through Police Direct)

We will be working closely with our Network chair Bob Steel to develop these schemes over the next few months. If anyone is interested in setting up a Neighbourhood Watch scheme in their area please contact PCSO Ryan Wilson.

Crime in our area continues to fall and is down by 20% compared to this time last year. Our previous priority relating to Burglary of outbuildings shows a continue decline in offences with these reduced by 58% compared to last year. More detailed figures are available on our website.

We want to hear your views on local crime and policing.

To help with this, we hold regular meetings where you can tell us your concerns and set our priorities.
